Funding

solicit further funding from general funders and local community supporters.

Spaces can share their page with their community such as by newsletter or on social media to
receive further contributions. We have produced a short guide on ways to help you do this.

Application

There are three main steps to creating a Warm Spaces account on the Open Collective platform.
Full details are given over the next few pages.

1. Create user accounts for two people who will be the administrators.
2. Create an account for your group linked to the two admin accounts.
3. Join the Stroud District Warm Spaces Collective

You can then update your account information for visitors and funders.
What happens next?

Creative Sustainability will check your application and if everything is okay, will transfer a £200
contribution from Stroud District Council.

People can submit a receipt or invoice in order to receive payment from the site by uploading a
simple payment claim. The group administrators can then approve these payments.
